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DESIGN IN BOOKS FOR NEWBORNS

Summary: In the 21st century, the market for chil-
dren’s illustrated books is rich in genres, design, and
inclusion of interactive content. Depending on the con-
textual and illustrative content, products are labelled
taking into account the division into age categories,
the features of which are spelled out in the Federal
Law No. 436-FZ of December 29, 2010 "On protecting
children from information harmful to their health and
development”. Belonging to a particular group is de-
termined by the special needs that exist at each age
and which are directly reflected in illustrations, textu-
al material and plot. For example, books for preschool
children up to and including 6 years of age are labelled
0+. To understand the design features of this category,
it is necessary to study the needs and abilities of the
group, as books must be adapted to the needs of their
audience. Age can be understood as an absolute and
quantitative concept, as well as stages in the process-
es of physiological and psychological development. In
the history of child psychology, there are several var-
iations of age periodization: according to an external
criterion (R.Zazzo), an internal criterion (P. Blonsky)
and complex age criteria (L. Vygotsky, D. Elkonin, V. Slo-
bodchikov and others). A book is a symbiosis of tex-
tual and illustrative material, and interaction with it,
especially in the early stages of development, involves
(“switches on”) all sensory systems and affects mental
development. Therefore, the periodization of Vygotsky

formed the basis for the study of design in children’s
interactive books.

In Vygotsky's works, it is worth noting that the cate-
gory 0+ includes several age periods: the neonatal crisis
(0—2 months), the stable period of infancy (2 months — 1
year), the crisis of the first year of life, stable early child-
hood (1-3 years), crisis of three years, stable preschool
age (3 years — 6 years). After birth, a child begins a con-
sistent, literally weekly, development of physiological and
psychological functions, in parallel with this, his or her
needs and interests are lined up. For this reason, it was
decided to study the characteristics of each of the groups
and the consistency of the design in classic books and
books with the inclusion of interactive content for chil-
dren under 6 years old. The article considers the period
of infancy up to 1 year.

At a very early age, babies are not yet able to un-
derstand the plot or recognize objects in the illustra-
tions, name them. However, it is at this time that the
base of the passive vocabulary is formed, the first ac-
quaintance with the outside world and the work of mir-
ror neurons begins, and all of the above is based on
emotional experience, which the child receives from
the environment. The design of children’s books for
newborns is based on physiological features: the be-
ginning of the development of fine motor skills, skills
in handling objects; black and white perception of re-
ality; later — addition of red, green, blue and yellow
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colours; realism of images to build a recognizable pic-
ture of the world, the minimum amount of a text mes-
sage adapted to the understanding and development
of basic speech (abbreviations in the form of onomat-
opoeia for the names of objects); safe materials for
self-interaction.

Depending on the reader category of users, books
for children are divided into four groups, which is
associated with the peculiarities of periodization —
the physiological level of development of the organs
of vision and accepted hygiene standards:

« the first group: publications for children of
preschool age up to 6 years inclusive;

«  the second group: publications for children
of primary school age from 7 to 10 years old inclusive;

e the third group: publications for children
of secondary school age from 11 to 14 years old
inclusive;

«  the fourth group: publications for children
of senior school age (teenagers) from 15 to 17 years
old inclusive [3].

To identify specific design, colour, text and
form-building solutions in children’s books, it is
necessary to understand the needs of each of the
groups represented in the Interstate Standard.

In the article, we will consider the first category
of users — books for children under 6 years of age,
which, in accordance with the Federal Law No. 436-FZ
of December 29, 2010 “On protecting children from
information harmful to their health and develop-
ment”, are marked with a 0+ sign. Such age marking
is given to “any information product that contains
information which does not harm the health and
(or) development of children (including informa-
tion products that include, justified by their gen-
re and (or) plot, episodic non-naturalistic images
or description of physical and (or) mental violence
(with the exception of sexual violence), subject to
the triumph of good over evil and the expression
of compassion for the victim of violence and (or)
condemnation of violence)” [6].

A book is a companion of a person from his or
her earliest childhood, satisfies his or her cognitive,
educational, psychophysical, psychophysiological and
socio-psychological needs; for this reason, age-re-
lated needs must be taken into account. Referring
to Vygotsky's periodization, childhood until 6 years
of age can be divided into the following groups:

« infancy up to 1 year;

« earlier childhood from 1 year to 3 years;

«  preschool childhood from 3 to 6 years.
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Thus, a book for newborns is aimed at a child’s first
acquaintance with the world around, the development
of the sensory system, fine motor skills, and primary so-
cialisation with close adults.

Keywords: books, books for newborns, interactive books,
books for preschool children.

From a physiological point of view, being born
into the world, a child finds him or herself in alien
and hostile conditions for him or her, to which he
or she is helped to adapt by conditioned reflexes
that appear by the end of the first month of life. The
sensations of a small child are in direct connection
with emotions; Vygotsky defined this as “sensory-
emotional states or emotionally emphasised states
of sensation” [2]. A child does not identify him or
herself separately from the environment. D. W. Winn-
icott writes: “from a child’s point of view, there is
nothing in the world but himself” [1]. During this
period, a child’s feelings and emotions are the un-
identified “I". Cognitive development is associated
with obtaining emotional diversity, which contrib-
utes to the complex formation of perception. A book
is the best suited item for the role of the first guide
to the adult world, as it can show and tell what, due
to development, is not yet available for independ-
ent knowledge (objects of the environment, animal
species, actions — first steps / words).

Reading at the age of less than a year is impos-
sible due to the peculiarities of psychophysiologi-
cal development; however, books of this period are
significant for:

e a passive vocabulary formation: in the first
six years of life, a person learns a large amount of
information and acquires a huge amount of skills;
the reason for this is the peculiarity of the work of
children’s psyche during this age period, which is
called the period of an "absorbing mind” [4]. Like a
sponge, the brain absorbs any information coming
from outside, which will be stored in the subcon-
scious until the moment a child is “ready” to use
it. It is in the first three years that the formation of
the main vocabulary takes place. Thus, reading to
young children is not only useful but also extreme-
ly necessary.

«  development of concentration of attention:
visual concentration develops in infancy; by 3 months,
fixing the gaze on one object can reach up to 7-8
minutes and a child is already beginning to follow
moving objects. With age, the time of concentra-
tion of attention increases; positive emotional ex-
perience from reading by parents and looking at

pictures already in infancy can form an interest in
accessing printed publications and projecting ac-
tivities onto other objects in adulthood;

«  primary socialisation: the process of read-
ing in the newborn and infant period is, first of all,
interaction with parents, significant adults, who, in
the future, the child will diligently imitate, wanting
to become part of the environment, “a person of
his time and place” [4];

e acquisition of comprehensive knowledge
about the surrounding world.

According to Vygotsky, the transitional period
between infancy and early childhood is the crisis of
the 1st year —a surge in the child’s independence,
associated with the desire to perform actions with-
out the help of parents. The need to communicate
with adults is central during this period.

The design of books for newborns is aimed at
children’s first acquaintance with printed publications
and, due to the peculiarities of the development of
the psyche and physiology discussed earlier, it can
be a classic understanding of the book — a printed
edition with text and illustrative material that will
be read by parents to the child, books adapted to
features of this age, for self-study in the presence
of adults. For the development of visual concentra-
tion, sensory system, fine motor skills, and the for-
mation of vocabulary, the following categories of
books can be distinguished:

*  books with short and rhythmic poems. The
occurrence of auditory and visual concentration,
which manifests at 2-3 weeks — freezing at a loud
third-party sound or holding one'’s gaze on a bright
object, are important events of the neonatal peri-
od. A change in intonation while reading poetry will
attract the child’s attention; meanwhile, the plot is
aimed at shaping the image of the environment,
getting to know household items, the child’s cur-
rent activities — waking up, falling asleep, first ac-
tions — steps, etc. (Orlova A. Yablochki-pyatki. Stikhi
dlya samykh malen’kikh. Detskoye Vremya Printing
House; Pchelintseva M. Kolybel'nyye. Russkiye nar-
odnyye kolybel'nyye. Volchok Printing House);

«  textbooks for children — books for expand-
ing the child's passive vocabulary, include the names
of objects surrounding the child — toys, clothes,
furniture, household appliances; pictures with do-
mestic and wild animals, birds, actions. For the
same purposes, there are cards with illustrative
material that can be shown according to the Do-
man principle;

«  chatter books. Speaking about speech de-
velopment, it is worth noting that by the end of the
first year of life, a child understands 10-20 words
spoken by adults, and he or she can say 1-2 words; a
child tries to repeat all the other words with sounds,
imitating parental speech. A chatter book is a game
guide aimed at starting speech; it contains poems
with elements of onomatopoeia. Recommended age
is from 6 months (Knizhki-boltushki dlya zapuska re-
chi, the books-cubes series);

+  toy books. At 4 months, hand movements
are aimed at feeling objects; at 5-6 months, a child
learns to grab objects: this process is a combination
of motor and visual activity; J. Piaget called such re-
petitive movements “circular reactions” [5]. The pri-
mary circular reaction is associated with the fact that
a child has a new form of activity that goes beyond
the limits of innate reflexes, associated with the ac-
quired accessibility of interaction with an external
object. After 7 months, a child begins to develop
“corresponding” actions — opens and closes lids,
puts small objects in large ones. After 10 months,
functional actions are formed, allowing to handle ob-
jects and use them correctly; mirror neurons, which
are responsible for imitating the actions seen, be-
gin to work actively. Accordingly, when a child sees
how a close adult handles a book, he or she adopts
the process and then repeats it. However, at an early
age, the development of fine motor skills does not
allow one to accurately copy actions, and a large
book with thin pages, convenient for an adult, will
not suit a baby. For children under one year old,
there are donut books made from environmental-
ly friendly EVA foam, in combination with rattles or
without them (Pikuleva N. V. Avtomobil (EVA), AST
Printing House), textile books (Mechta by Sebra Print-
ing House) and rustling books (Moi pervie slova pub-
lished by Kroshka Ya), rattle books (Lesnie jivotnie
published by Bukva Land).

In books for children under 6 years of age, illus-
trations occupy a special place since a child does
not yet know how to read on his or her own, and
the visual accompaniment of the text helps to find
out how what adults are talking about “looks like".
It is worth referring to the features of colour per-
ception: at birth, the perception of the environment
is black and white; at 4-6 weeks of life, colour vi-
sion begins to develop —first a child perceives red,
then green; at 3—4 months, a child begins to distin-
guish between blue and yellow colours. Already at 4
months, children do not just see everything around
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but look and observe, react to actions, move or try
to imitate what they see, give an auditory reaction
to what is happening — squeal. The skill is devel-
oped to distinguish objects by complexity and colour,
contrast, shape, the ability to highlight the contour
and other elements. It is believed that a baby cre-
ates generalised images of objects, without divid-
ing the picture of the world around him or her into
colour spots, lines and disparate elements.

Thus, the most understandable books for a child
up to a year are:

«  books with black and white illustrations up to
4 weeks (Chernyy i belyy toy book from Valiant Kids);

. books with contrasting illustrations includ-
ing red, green, blue and yellow from 4 weeks — the
eyes begin to see colour (Razvivayem zreniye s rozh-
deniya do 1 goda, Robins Printing House);

+  books with a minimised number of objects
on the page, simple images — the simpler the im-
age, the more recognizable it is; the fewer objects
are in intersection with each other, the more acces-
sible they are for understanding;

. books with a realistic display of objects —
abstract thinking and fantasy in children begin to
develop later, the task of the age of up to three
years is to form a picture of the world around. The
contradiction between the illustrative material in
books and the reality around can cause internal
contradictions (Educational cards — Doman's pic-
tures from KoroBoom);

+  books with the absence of textual content —
the process of reading at this age is nothing more
than the communication of close adults with a child,
which is a process not only of acquiring passive ba-
sic knowledge for the time being but also of pri-
mary socialisation;

+  book format: a classical book, a folding book,
a book-accordion, a book-ribbon.

Currently, the market has a wide range of print-
ed publications with interactive solutions marked
with the 0+ sign. However, not all visual and de-
sign diversity will be safe to use and accessible to
the understanding of a baby. In this article, the term
“interactive solutions” means design solutions that
differ from the classical understanding of the book,
including the use of non-standard materials and the
expansion of the interaction functionality. The fol-
lowing formats can be distinguished:

« textile books — their pages are made of
cotton combined with polyester; they can be pre-
sented in the format of a classic book, books — rib-
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bons, an accordion and a folding one (Sem morei
from Sebra);

«  bathing books — harmonica bathing books
are intended for use during bathing; they acquire col-
our when water gets on them (Knigi dlya kupaniya.
Raskraska by MOSAICA kids);

e arustling book, a fluffy book — they are
made of polymeric materials (Myagkaya knizhka
igrushka shurshalka dlya malyshey taktilnaya from
ShopTour);

«  books with rattles and teethers — most often
a book is tactile and made of textile or polymer ma-
terials; it includes ropes, rattles and teethers that are
attached to the spine of the book or located along
its pages (Razvivayushchaya knizhka-igrushka dlya
malyshey s prorezyvatelem from Giraffika);

. books with the inclusion of tactile inserts —
felt inserts of various shapes as an addition to the
cardboard pages (Orlova A. Poglad’ i obvedi. Pryg-
skok, vverkh-vniz, Labyrinth Printing House).

Also, there are stamping books and tumblers:
in some cases, publishers prescribe recommen-
dations for the use of products with the existing
0+ marking; for these products, when analysing
the market, the recommended age is 1+. Thus,
there is no unequivocal opinion on how books
of complex non-standard form are suitable for
newborns.

The price of books on the market is a com-
bination of a number of factors: materials and a
format, the year of release, publication, an on-
line platform or a store; the children’s segment
is no exception. To analyse the price of children’s
books for newborns with the interactive solutions
described above, the Labyrinth online store was
chosen — it presents the most complete selec-
tion of books of the category we are interested
in; publications were taken that were printed no
later than 2018 inclusive, produced by the Laby-
rinth publishing house, with a number of pages
of at least 10. The book Trezor by S. Mikhalkov,
published in 2022, consisting of 20 offset pag-
es, was chosen as the classic printed edition with
text content — poems — and full-fledged colour
illustrations. Its price is 356 rubles without a pro-
motion. The inclusion of interactive solutions in-
crease the price:

. books with a teether and / (or) with a rattle
vary depending on the number of pages and their
material, the size of the rattle, and its features. For
comparison, a book was taken with 20 cardboard pag-

es from the Tumbler Rattles series, artist K. Pavlova,
Labyrinth Printing House; 826 rubles in 2018;

+  apublication from the Dumpy Books series,
combining pvc pages and environmentally friend-
ly and soft material EVA with poems by A.Barto —
Igrushki, consisting of 12 pages, Labyrinth Printing
House; 1172 rubles in 2018;

*  a book from the Playing in the Water se-
ries by B. Hartmut, Moya volshebnaya kupalochka of
8 pages, Labyrinth Printing House; 784 rubles in 2019;

*  Poglad’ i obvedi. Pryg-skok, vverkh-vniz
by A.Orlova — 10 pages of cardboard with black
and white illustrations and felt inserts, Labyrinth
Printing House; 928 rubles in 2019.

Based on the data obtained, it can be concluded
that the cost of books for newborns with interac-
tive solutions exceeds the price of a classic printed
book by almost two times, which reduces its avail-
ability to the consumer.

It follows from the foregoing that interactive
books for newborns should: correspond to phys-
iological and psychological characteristics — take
into account the development of the visual appa-
ratus and fine motor skills, be based on the sys-
tem of perception and understanding, and satisfy
the educational and research needs of a child. A
book for this age is not only a source of informa-
tion about the world but also a toy, given the de-
velopment periods of a newborn. It is worth taking
into account the possibility of using it for other
purposes — due to the lack of experience in in-
teracting with an object, a child can taste it, swing
it, throw it. In order to avoid life-threatening situ-
ations, publications for the age of up to one year
should be made of dense — with increased page
thickness — soft, environmentally friendly materi-
als, with soft, not sharp corners; and all interactive
elements should be enlarged.
